I first plugged in the wires from the BTS7960 to the motors and the lever connector, and then connected the

battery wires to the lever connector.

The evaporation increases ESR of capacitor, and reduces its value. This leads to localized heating inside

capacitor, accelerating the degradation. This factor had prompted a few companies in the past to suggest a

''preventive maintenance'' to replace capacitor after specifies period of service, particularly in critical

equipment.

I replaced just that capacitor (it was on the 5v line) + the PSU has worked fine ever since and it''s been 10

years! It''s nearly always a secondary capacitor that blows in a PSU and those are used to control ripple on the

outputs.

If it exploded it''s most likely a capacitor or MOSFET that blew. Those usually go out with a bang, often

smoke and a bit of fire. Could be something different, but with these older cheaper Corsair units that''s usually
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the weak point. If the unit powered down after the explosion than the protections at least worked as designed.

In rare cases, an exploded capacitor might exhibit residual functionality if the damage is limited. A slight

charge-holding capability might remain if only a small part of the capacitor is damaged. In multi-capacitor

setups, an exploded capacitor may still contribute weakly to the overall circuit, though at reduced efficiency.
